
Marina House Rules

EffecƟve from 24 June 2024 unƟl revoked

The premises and services of the Tihany Yacht Club marina, operated by TYC Hotel KŌ. (hereinaŌer
referred to as the “Marina”), may be used by all Tenants and Guests entering the marina premises
only in accordance with the provisions set out in these house rules.

1. Entry to and exit from the Marina premises are supervised by security staff at the Marina
entrance. Access to and exit from the Marina may take place only by using a valid access
card and/or with the appropriate authorizaƟon. 

a) Entry to the Marina from the street side is permiƩed only with a valid access card or
with  the  permission  of  the  security  staff.
Security  staff are enƟtled to  ask about the purpose of  the  visit  (boat  name, family
member,  restaurant  visit,  work  purposes).
Security staff reserve the right to refuse entry. 

b) Persons arriving from the water are required, aŌer mooring, to report to the marina
office,  or  outside  working  hours  to  the  security  staff,  and  complete  the  necessary
administraƟve procedures. 

2. The  Tenant  may  receive  guests  only  if  the  Tenant  personally,  or  an  immediate  family
member, is present at the Marina and receives the guest at the gate/security desk. Security
staff cannot be required to admit any person who does not possess a valid access card
and/or the necessary authorizaƟon. Guests are not permiƩed to enter the Marina premises
with a motor vehicle.

3. The Tenant shall be responsible for their guests, relaƟves, family members and crew. If any
of the above-menƟoned persons cause damage within the Marina premises, the Tenant
may be held liable for compensaƟon of such damage.

4. Any  person  present  within  the Marina  premises  is  obliged  to  comply  with  the Marina
House Rules. Any person who violates these House Rules may be removed from the Marina
premises.

5. The Marina operator reserves the right to make amendments. The current and valid version
of the Marina House Rules shall be displayed by the Marina operator on the Marina noƟce
board.
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6. The Tenant may moor their vessel only at the berth rented by them. If the Tenant wishes to
use a different berth, even on a temporary basis, the rental agreement must be amended
prior to the change of berth.

7. For the safety of persons and property, a  CCTV surveillance system operates within the
Marina.  Recordings  are  stored  in  compliance  with  the  data  protecƟon  regulaƟons
prescribed by applicable law.

8. The communal  service faciliƟes  located within the Marina premises  (including,  but  not
limited to,  restrooms, washing-up areas,  event rooms, etc.)  may only be used for their
intended purpose. All persons are required to leave these faciliƟes clean and Ɵdy.

9. The common faciliƟes of the Marina, in parƟcular the sanitary and bathing areas, may be
used by all Tenants and Guests only with the utmost regard for cleanliness.

10. Parking is permiƩed exclusively in the designated parking spaces. In the event of improper
or unauthorized parking of a car or motorcycle, the access card of the vehicle owner shall
be deacƟvated for an indefinite period.

11. Dogs are permiƩed within the Marina only if kept on a leash. The dog owner is obliged to
comply with the generally accepted rules of dog keeping and to remove any dog waste
without delay. Bathing dogs in the restroom faciliƟes, the designated bathing area, or on
the swimming pier is prohibited.

12. Food waste and other rubbish may only be disposed of at the designated waste collecƟon
points.

13. The discharge or disposal of wastewater into Lake Balaton is prohibited.

14. Refuelling  of  watercraŌ,  oil  changes,  and the removal  of  oily  bilge  water  may  only  be
carried  out  in  compliance  with  the  applicable  safety  regulaƟons,  provided  that  no
contaminaƟon occurs to either the land area or the water area of the Marina.

15. In accordance with the legislaƟon on the protecƟon of non-smokers, smoking within the
Marina premises is permiƩed only in the areas designated by signage.  Please dispose of
cigareƩe  buƩs  only  in  the  ashtrays  or  cigareƩe  disposal  containers  provided  for  this
purpose.

16. In the case of compeƟƟons or regaƩas organized by the Marina, the marina manager shall
post a noƟce regarding the use of the Marina premises on the Marina noƟce board.

17. In the event of special circumstances, the marina manager may impose a temporary vehicle
entry  ban  and/or  access  restricƟons  (including,  but  not  limited  to,  internaƟonal
compeƟƟons, exhibiƟons, or full occupancy of the parking area).

18. Swimming within the Marina is permiƩed only in the designated bathing areas.

19. The Tenant and their Guests must take parƟcular care not to disturb the rest and peace of
bathers.
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20. Children  under  the  age  of  14  may  remain  within  the  Marina  premises  only  when
accompanied and supervised by an adult, under that adult’s responsibility.

21. Children under the age of 14 may use the beach only under adult supervision.

22. The  movement  of  equipment  belonging  to  watercraŌ  accepted  for  winter  storage
(including, but not limited to, storage stands, supports and trailers) shall  be carried out
exclusively by Marina staff. 

23. The launching and liŌing of watercraŌ shall be carried out by the marina masters following
prior  consultaƟon with the marina manager and conclusion of the relevant  agreement,
with the owner’s parƟcipaƟon where required. 

24. During the period of winter storage,  supervision of  the watercraŌ shall  be provided by
Marina staff. 

25. The basic berth rental fee does not include the possibility of charter or commercial sailing
acƟviƟes.  Such acƟviƟes are permiƩed only following prior consultaƟon with the facility
manager and subject to the fee specified in the applicable price list.

26. Guests are obliged to fully  comply  with all  instrucƟons given by staff and displayed on
noƟce and warning signs. 

The Marina Management trusts that our Tenants and Guests will regard these regulaƟons as a set
of  guidelines  intended to ensure that everyone may spend their  carefully  planned leisure Ɵme
within the Marina premises – whether in peace and comfort or in a more acƟve and sporty manner
– with the greatest possible enjoyment. 
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
